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 RISING STAR AWARDS $1000 SCHOLARSHIP E-APPLICATION

Scholarships in the amount of $1000 each will be presented to outstanding seniors at the awards ceremony on 
June 5, 2012. To be eligible, students must participate in one of the productions entered in the 2012 Paper Mill Playhouse Rising Star Awards program.  However, the production does not have to be nominated for a student to be eligible for a scholarship.  Students participating in the scholarship program must be nominated by teachers and/or administrators from their district.  

A scholarship committee made up of Paper Mill Playhouse administrative and Education Department staff will review nominations for scholarships.  Consideration of the award will be contingent upon a student essay, grade point average, participation in school and extra-curricular theatre activities and acceptance to a college or university. 

The $1,000 scholarships that are available are via the Rising Star Awards are:

· The Investor’s Bank Foundation Rising Star Awards Scholarship: named in honor of the Rising Star Awards leading sponsor and corporate supporter
· Tiffany & Co. Rising Star Awards Scholarship: named in honor of Tiffany & Co. which provide the beautiful crystal Rising Star Awards
· The Jane Burgio Memorial Scholarship for the Rising Star Awards:  named in honor of NJ former Secretary of State under Gov. Thomas Kean, and longtime Paper Mill trustee and Rising Star Evaluator  

· Douglas Michael Krueger Memorial Scholarship for the Rising Star Awards:  named in memory of Douglas Michael Krueger, a former Rising Star nominee and Paper Mill Playhouse Summer Conservatory student who lost his life in a tragic accident in 2004. 
· The Scaramouche Technical Theatre Scholarship for the Rising Star Awards: named for the scholarship’s sponsor, Scaramouche Costumes in Chester, NJ. Please use the separate Scaramouche Technical Theatre Scholarship form.
To qualify for the 2012 Paper Mill Playhouse Rising Star Awards Scholarship, students:

a)  must be graduating seniors from a NJ high school

b)  must plan to major in theatre, music, dance, arts administration or theatre/music/dance education in college

c)  must maintain a “B” average or above in all areas of academic study

d)  must have participated in theatrical activities throughout the majority of their high school career

e)  must have participated in a musical entered in the 2012 Paper Mill Playhouse Rising Star Awards
